This
outline provides a description of how a teaching philosophy statement is written and what
it may include:

Writing a Statement of My Learning/Teaching Philosophy

Format: Brief
First Person
Reflective and Personal
Usually non-technical in vocabulary

Components: My belief in how learning occurs
My belief in the teacher’s role in learning
The goals I have for my students
My teaching style, or actions that reflect my beliefs in how learning occurs
and the teacher’s role in the learning process.
Sometimes—an improvement plan
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
