

2011 BioEngineering at Saint Louis University BE@SLU
Research Experience for Undergraduates (REU)


BE@SLU is a NSF-sponsored REU, which will be held for 9 weeks from May 30 to July 29, 2011. Students will participate in ongoing research projects with investigators and have the opportunity to take part in training sessions, career exploration, presentations, and social activities designed to provide an early career undergraduate with the tools to further explore their interests in bioengineering. 

This program is particularly targeting early career undergraduates, specifically those completing their first year of study. Students moving from 2 to 4 year colleges are eligible during their transition. Those entering their first year or in their second year in a 4 year program will also be considered. We strongly encourage women, under-represented minorities, and students with disabilities to submit applications. 

The application deadline for the 2011 BE@SLU is March 15, 2011. However, all applications will be considered on a rolling basis, therefore it is to the students advantage to apply early.

REU Program Requirements
Please read the following program requirements carefully before you complete the application form: 
1.	You must be a student at a college or university.
2. 	You must be a U.S. citizen or a permanent resident of the U.S. (or its possessions). 
3.	You must devote 40 hours per week to the program. 
4.	You cannot enroll in classes or hold other jobs during the day. Participants will be paid a stipend and will not receive academic credit for the research experience. Students will receive academic credit for Training Week.
5.	You must attend the all program events, including all required panels, seminars, presentations, and workshops. 
6.	You must submit a research paper of journal article quality and participate in a research symposium at the end of the program. 
7.  Peer mentors must be active in their additional duties for the summer. The specific duties will be detailed if accepted as a peer mentor.
Participant Activities
· Involvement in a bioengineering research project, including the team interactions necessary to complete the project
· A Training Week that will include information on ethics, communications skills, laboratory safety, keeping a laboratory notebook, developing project goals, and other topics.  
· A final research presentation, where undergraduate researchers give a 20-minute oral presentation describing their work and results. 
· A stipend of $4275 for 9 weeks. Peer Mentors will receive a stipend of $4500 for 9 weeks.
· Allowance for travel expenses to a maximum of $500. Additional money will be available to participate in a national conference. Seven of the eight students from 2010 BE@SLU presented at BMES 2010.
·  Housing on campus will be provided at no cost; a subsidy for food will also be provided.


Application information

The application deadline for the 2011 BE@SLU is March 15, 2011. However, all applications will be considered on a rolling basis, therefore it is to one’s advantage to apply early.

A complete application consists of: 
1.	A completed and signed 2011 BE@SLU application form (see pages 1-4).
*	All questions must be answered fully for your application to receive consideration. 
*	The personal statement and resume must be typed. 
2.	Two reference letters preferably from science, math, or engineering faculty   (Recommendation Forms are included in this packet, see pages 5-6.)
3.	An official transcript of coursework from your current college or university. Please note:  if you have completed coursework at another college or university that is not documented on your current transcript, and you would like to have this work considered by the review committee, you must submit additional transcripts.
