FACT SHEET ON ILLINOIS STATE TUITION WAVER (ISTW) FOR AFROTC CADETS 

AT AFROTC DETACHMENT 207

Background:

· The College scholarship program is established by Illinois State Senate Bill 381 which authorizes a total of 40 ROTC Cadets to have their tuition waved by meeting the below stated requirements.
· For transfer students who are cadets at AFROTC Det 207, the scholarship applies once the student transfers to SIUE.
· ISTW is a state-funded tuition waiver – not to be confused with AFROTC Scholarships.  Always consult the SIUE financial aid office for details of your financial obligations as a student.
· Cadets nominated by AFROTC Det 207 for the ISTW program incur NO military obligation by virtue of their acceptance of the Illinois State Tuition Waver.
Eligibility for Award of ISS:

· High School or College Applicant Must:

· Enroll in and attend AFROTC classes starting the semester for which the scholarship is activated

· Attend as full-time undergraduate or graduate student at SIUE (ISTW does not apply to summer )

· Must be interviewed and a background check accomplished

· Have a minimum 2.5 cumulative high school GPA (if applying as a freshman) or a minimum 2.0 cumulative college GPA

· Must have a minimum ACT of 24 or SAT 1100; Can waive ACT down to 20 and SAT down to 940

· Applications are accepted year-round

Requirements for Maintaining the ISS

· Must meet the academic performance standards as follows:

	If Cadet’s academic performance reflects…
	Then the ISS manager, as a minimum will:

	Receipt of a “D” or “F” is any AS course (any term including LLAB) OR

Cadet doesn’t submit name for FT consideration 
	Terminate ISS; dismiss from AFROTC program (waiver can be granted if extenuating circumstances)

	Cumulative GPA or Term GA falls below 2.0 OR Cadet is in less than full-time status OR Cadet receives an F or equivalent
	Place in conditional status.  Retain ISS benefits for the following semester.  IF cadet improves (^has a minimum cum and term 2.0) then take off of conditional status and continue ISS.  If cadet does not improve (^) after that semester, terminate scholarship for next semester.

	PFT failure or doesn’t meet height/weight standards
	Place in conditional status for the following semester.  Retain ISS benefits for the following semester.  If cadet does not pass the PFT and/or height/weight standards by the end of the following semester, then terminate ISS for that semester.  Cadet will be responsible for reimbursing Bursar for amount of waiver.

	Second failure of AFOQT
	Place in conditional status.  Send waiver form 22 packages to HQ.  If waiver is approved, continue ISS.  If waiver is not approved, cadet is out of ROTC and ISS is terminated for that semester.


· Must maintain Illinois residency

· Must maintain full-time student status

· Must be enrolled and successfully complete AFROTC

· First semester requirements:

· Meet AFROTC Height & Weight Standards*

· High School GPA must have been 2.5 out of 4.0

· Pass the PFT*

· Provide an approved academic plan (Form 48)

· Have initial GMC counseling (Form 16) complete 

· Attempt the AFOQT*

· Second Semester requirements (in addition to above):

· Last college term GPA and must be 2.0 or above*

· Pass the AFOQT*

· Third Semester requirements (in addition to above):

· Make sure an enlistment physical is scheduled

· Fourth Semester requirements (in addition to above):

· Submit their name for FT consideration*

· Pass the enlistment physical

· *Refer to the Scholarship Action Decision Matrix for Substandard Performance (above) for more details

· A statement of Understanding will be reviewed and initialed each semester which gives specific instructions as to what is expected of the cadet each semester to maintain their eligibility.  The cadet will sign at the bottom their first semester in the program and then initial next to the appropriate semester thereafter.  If a cadet starts at some point after the first semester of their freshman year, then all previous semesters’ tasks will need to be accomplished by the end of that semester.
