Grants must either be used to start a new

community engagement program, or significantly

improve an existing one.

All projects must be completed no later than May

31, 2021. All  funds must be utilized by this date.

All recipients will  present a poster on their project

at a program either in-person or virtually in April

2021 (Date and Time TBD).

November 30: Last day to submit an application

(note applications can be submitted anytime

between September 1 - November 30, 2020).

April  2021: Showcase of grant winners.

May 31, 2021: Projects must be completed.

A team of faculty, staff and students will  review

each application after submission.  

Applicants will  be informed of the decision no

later than 1 week after submission.

Applications will  be accepted through Nov. 30,

2020, or until  18 grants are awarded.
